PHY 3070  Geophysics  (4)
Prerequisite(s): MTH 1554 required; PHY 1020 or PHY 1520 or PHY 1620, PHY 1060 MTH 2554 recommended.



PHY 3080  Physical Oceanography  (4)
Prerequisite(s):  MTH 1554 required; PHY 1020 or PHY 1520 or PHY 1620, PHY 1060 and MTH 2554 recommended.

PHY 3710  Foundation of Modern Physics  (4)
Prerequisite(s): PHY 1020 or PHY 1520 and or PHY 1620 and MTH 1555 recommended. concurrent enrollment in PHY 3170.

REL 3728  Monotheistic Mysticism  (4)
The mystical elements of Judaism, Christianity and Islam with a focus on what constitutes mysticism and related religious ideas. Special focus on relevant mystical texts including the Bible, the Kabbalah, Christian contemplative prayer and Islamic mysticism.

CRJ 3352  Introduction to Terrorism and Counterterrorism (4)

The definitions, history and philosophy of terrorism, including the current world and domestic concerns surrounding these types of activities. Examination of measures to prevent and to contain, resist and overcome terrorist activity.

AN 3801  Principles of Cartography  (4)
Conveys spatial information. Explains historical approaches to map-making, modern cartographic techniques using Geographic Information Systems (GIS) software, and best practices for the presentation of visual information.
Prerequisite(s): AN 3800.


AN 3803  Spatial Data Modeling and Analysis  (4)
Theoretical and methodological concepts for modeling and analyzing spatial data. Understand point, continuous, and zone spatial patterning using raster and vector datasets. Operating assumptions in spatial modeling affecting both geostatistical results and interpretive outcomes emphasized.
