APPROVAL OF THE ADDITION OF THE DETROIT ACADEMY OF ARTS AND SCIENCES AS A PUBLIC SCHOOL ACADEMY

Recommendation

Introduction:  The Detroit Academy of Arts and Sciences (Academy) requests approval for a charter with Oakland University.  The Academy is an existing school having operated under a charter from Central Michigan University since 1997.  The Board of Directors of the Academy has expressed its intention that it would prefer to have Oakland University as its authorizer. The Academy is anticipating an enrollment of approximately 2,400 students in grades K-11. The Academy plans to add a 12th grade next year. The Academy is managed by Edison Schools, Inc. Oakland University also charters the Detroit Edison Academy.

Recommendation

WHEREAS, the Revised School Code of 1976, as amended (the “Code”), permits the Board of Trustees of Oakland University (the “Board”) to authorize the establishment from time to time of public school academies meeting the requirements of the Board and the requirements of applicable law; and

WHEREAS, on October 5, 1995, the Board approved the Oakland University Policy on Public School Academies and Criteria for the Evaluation of Applications; and

WHEREAS, the Board has received the application of the persons or entities on behalf of the Detroit Academy of Arts and Sciences (the “Public School Academy”); and

WHEREAS, in consideration of the resources available for the proposed Public School Academy, the population to be served by the Public School Academy, and the educational goals to be achieved by the Public School Academy, the Board has determined that it is in the best interest of Oakland University and the State of Michigan to approve the application of the Public School Academy identified in Exhibit A and more fully described in Exhibit A-1; and

WHEREAS, the application submitted by the Public School Academy, copies of which are on file with the Secretary to the Board of Trustees, meets the requirements of the Board and of applicable law; and, be it further 
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RESOLVED, that the Board approves the application of the Public School Academy to operate a program ranging from kindergarten through grade 12; and, be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board approves the Articles of Incorporation of the Public School Academy, copies of which Articles of Incorporation are on file with the Secretary to the Board of Trustees; and, be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board appoints for the Public School Academy the

initial Board of Directors as described in Exhibit B; and, be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board approves the form of the Agreement to Organize and Administer a Public School Academy (the “Agreement”) on file with the Secretary to the Board of Trustees, and hereby further directs as follows:

a.
The University administration shall negotiate and finalize an Agreement for the Public School Academy, substantially in the form on file with the Secretary to the Board of Trustees, with such changes as shall be required or authorized by the Code, and the term of the Agreement shall be no longer than 10 years from the date of this Resolution and no less than three (3) years from the date of this Resolution.

b.
The Agreement shall be reviewed and approved by the Office of the General Counsel prior to execution, and shall be in compliance with the law and University policies and regulations and shall conform to the legal standards and policies of the Board of Trustees.

c. The President of the University shall execute and deliver copies of

the Agreement between the Board and the Public School Academy; and, be it further

RESOLVED, that in accordance with the Code, the Board hereby authorizes the Public School Academy to employ or contract with personnel as necessary for the operation of the Public School Academy, and further authorizes the Public School Academy to prescribe the duties of and fix the compensation for such personnel, subject to applicable laws governing the employment of public school employees, and within the limitations specified in the Agreement; and, be it further


RESOLVED, that all resolutions and parts of resolutions in conflict with this resolution shall be and hereby are rescinded to the extent of such conflict.

Previous Board Action:  On October 5, 1995, the Board approved the Oakland University policy on Public School Academies and Criteria for the Evaluation of Applications.

Budgetary Implications:  The Academy will receive state school aid from the State of Michigan, and subject to the limitations and provisions of the Revised School Code, the University receives the state school aid payments as the fiscal agent of the Academy and may assess an administrative fee for the provision of oversight by the University, not to exceed 3% of the state school aid. The University sets off the administrative fees pro-rated against each payment of state school aid.

Education Implications:  The philosophy of the Academy matches that of Oakland University’s School of Education and Human Services and will be able to strengthen the mission of the school.
