Field experience on the coevolution of life and Earth over long geological time scales (astrobiology).  Students will observe, discuss, and analyze the geological reord of planetary-scale glacial-interglacial events in relation to evolutionary innovations in life, climate change, microbial ecosystems, and biogeochemical cycles.

MTH 1331  College Algebra  (4)
Functions, roots of polynomials, rational, exponential and logarithmic functions. Students cannot receive credit for both MTH 1441 (or MTH 141) and MTH 1331.
Prerequisite(s):  MTH 0662 (or MTH 062) with a grade of 2.0 or higher or placement. 


MTH 1332  Trigonometry  (4)
Trigonometric functions (including graphs, identities, inverse functions, equations and applications); complex numbers, analytic geometry and conic sections. Students cannot receive credit for both MTH 1441 (or MTH 141) and MTH 1332. 

Prerequisite(s): MTH 1331 with a grade of 2.0 or higher or placement.

Committee approved the request from the Department of Mathematics and Statistics to add the following new courses:

ACS 4660  Financial Economics  (3)
Topics include derivation of the Binomial Option Pricing Model as well as the Black-Scholes Model, Puts and Call Options, Exotic Options, Greek Options and Monte Carlo valuation, capital structure and methods for firm financing.

THA 2024  Designer Computer Skills   (2)

Introduction to graphics and computer drafting software that have become the industry standard for work in the performing arts. Includes architectural draftings, lighting plots and presentational renderings using Vectorworks and Photoshop, Introduces common programs such as AutoCAD, Sketch-Up and Illustrator.

Performance practice and techniques of guitar literature involving two or more players. Students must be concurrently registered for applied lessons in guitar to enroll in guitar ensemble.

MUE 3071 Saxophone Chamber Music (0 or 1)  
Performance, practice and techniques of saxophone literature involving two or more players. Students must be concurrently registered for applied lessons in saxophone to enroll in saxophone ensemble.

MUE 3072  Flute Ensemble  (0 or 1)
Performance, practice and techniques of flute literature involving two or more players. Students must be concurrently registered for applied lessons in flute to enroll in flute ensemble.



MUE 3073  Percussion Ensemble  (0 or 1)
Performance of music for various combinations of percussion instruments. Students must be concurrently registered for applied lessons in percussion to enroll in percussion ensemble. Prerequisite(s): permission of instructor.

MUE 3074  Brass Ensemble (0 or 1)
Performance, practice and techniques of brass literature involving two or more players. Students must be concurrently registered for applied lessons in a brass instrument to enroll in brass ensemble.

MUE 3075  Piano Ensemble (0 or 1)
Class instruction in performance and repertory of multiple keyboard literature. Students must be concurrently registered for applied lessons in piano to enroll in piano ensemble. Prerequisite(s): permission of instructor.

MUE 3076  String Ensemble (0 or 1)


Performance, practice and techniques of string literature involving two or more players. Students must be concurrently registered for applied lessons in a string instrument to enroll in string ensemble.

MUE 3080  Chamber Music  (0 or 1)
Performing ensemble of various instrumentations. A spectrum of appropriate music literature, medieval through contemporary.
Prerequisite(s): permission of instructor.
