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Introduction

In the fall of 2001, the Office of the Vice President for Academic Affairs and Provost created a new scholarship program to support Student Research.

Through the new Provost’s Student Research Scholar Program, Oakland University has earmarked funds to make twenty to forty $1,000 student research awards each year.  This program will introduce our exceptional undergraduate students to the challenges and excitement of research.  Because each project must have the endorsement of a faculty member, this program will further develop one of Oakland’s historic strengths, the ability of our talented faculty to teach through “hands-on” experience. 

Although the award is designed to support juniors and seniors, exceptional proposals from other undergraduate and graduate students will be considered. This program will give our students the opportunity to experience the satisfaction of conducting research in their major field of interest or to explore other fields. Through this initiative, Oakland University is providing a visionary undergraduate experience to its students. It is also providing these students with the skills they need to lead in tomorrow’s workplace, laboratory and society.

Student researchers must submit an application. Applications can be submitted electronically through the OU research Web site at www.oakland.edu/research.



Applicants must provide an abstract, a project narrative, a budget and budget narrative, as well as a discussion of their motivation and qualifications to conduct the work. Abstracts should clearly state research goals, methods and significance, and a narrative explaining the importance of the proposed research.



Each applicant must have the endorsement of a faculty mentor. This mentor must be willing to supervise the student through the proposed project period and provide an assessment of the quality, significance and potential impact of the research project. The mentor also will evaluate the applicant’s capability to complete the proposed project, confirm the 
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availability of appropriate research facilities, and submit the project through the Research Application Manager System. 

Students interested in submitting an application are asked to review the Call For Proposals.  A faculty research advisory committee will review the applications to make award selections.  Selection criteria include the academic strength of the applicant, and the quality, significance and potential impact of the proposed research project. 

The first deadline for applications is Monday, March 11, and the awards will be announced on Monday, March 25.  Additional information can be obtained by contacting the Office of Research and Graduate Study at extension 3222.
