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APPROVAL OF WATER METER EASEMENT

A Recommendation

Introduction
A new 12” water service to the university is being installed at the north end of the main campus to serve the new Student Apartments and to increase the water pressure/flow in the north part of the campus.  As part of the service installation, an underground vault will be constructed on university property to house the main water meter, valves and associated piping.  Upon completion of construction, ownership of the vault and mechanical equipment, from the main meter back to the connection at Walton Boulevard, will be transferred to the City of Auburn Hills for operation and maintenance.  To facilitate that operation and maintenance, the university needs to grant an access easement to the City of Auburn Hills.  The easement is for an area 30’ by 45’ (1350 square feet) on the northern edge of the university’s property.
