License Agreement and Authorization to Publish
This License Agreement and authorization to publish (“Agreement”) is made and entered into on 



, 20__ by and between Oakland University, a constitutional body corporate and institution of higher education located in Rochester, Michigan (“University”) and  






 (“Author”).

WHEREAS University maintains a public web site that includes web pages related to the University; and 
WHEREAS Author owns the copyright and other intellectual property rights to a work entitled 













    (the “Work”); and 
WHEREAS University desires to obtain from Author, and Author desires to grant to University, a license and authorization to publish and use the Work. 
NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the Author understands, acknowledges and agrees as follows:

1. WARRANTY. Author warrants and represents, intending for University to rely hereon, that:

a. Author is the sole author and creator of the Work; and

b. the Work is Author’s own original creation (except to the extent that such part or parts of the Work are taken with proper permission or are otherwise authorized by law); and 
c. the Work is not plagiarized or copied from any other copyrighted work; and  
d. Author has not and will not sell, assign, lease, license or in any manner dispose of or encumber the rights to the Work so as to affect the rights granted to University under this Agreement; and 
e. Author has the full right and authority to enter into this Agreement. 
2. GRANT OF LICENSE AND RIGHTS.  Author grants to University an irrevocable, perpetual, limited, non-exclusive, world-wide, royalty-free, transferable license and authorization to publish and/or display the Work in any medium or format now existing or developed in the future, including without limitation publishing, displaying or otherwise making available the Work on any of University’s web sites or publications, so long as the content of Work remains unchanged.  Author retains all intellectual property rights in and to the Works not otherwise transferred in this Agreement. 
3. ACKNOWLEDGEMENT. In any display or publication of the Work by University pursuant to this Agreement, University shall include an acknowledgement of the Author as creator of the Work. 
4. TERM. This Agreement shall commence on the date of Author’s execution of this Agreement and shall continue in perpetuity.
5. INDEMNIFICATION.  The Author, at Author’s sole cost and expense, will defend, indemnify, and hold the University, and the University’s trustees, officers, employees, students, volunteers, agents, representatives and designees, in their official and personal capacities, (collectively the “University Indemnified”) harmless from and against any and all claims, demands, suits, damages, costs, charges, judgments, liabilities, losses and expenses, including without limitation injury to any person, defamation, or infringement of copyright, trademark, or other intellectual property in connection with the Work or otherwise, and attorneys' fees and expenses of litigation, to which the University Indemnified may become subject actually or allegedly arising out of or relating to: (A) the Work; or (B) any failure of the Author to observe or perform any of the covenants, conditions, agreements or obligations on the Author’s part to be observed or performed pursuant to this Agreement.  
6. NOTICE ADDRESS. All notices under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be given by either party to the other party by prepaid mail, overnight delivery or by hand delivery to the other party at the addresses set forth in this Agreement.  Notices shall be deemed received after five (5) business days of the postmark date if sent by mail, or upon receipt as shown by the carrier of the notice if sent by any other means.  Either party may change its address and/or addressee for notices at any time with prior notice to the other party in accordance with the foregoing. The University’s address is: Oakland University Honors College, 112 E. Vandenberg Hall, Rochester, MI 48309-4401. 
7. GOVERNING LAW. This Agreement shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Michigan.  Author hereby consents to the jurisdiction of the state and federal courts of the State of Michigan.
8. SEVERABILITY. If any portion of this Agreement is held invalid, such portion will be considered severed from the Agreement and the remainder of the Agreement will continue in full force and effect.
9. HEADINGS.  The headings, titles and/or captions used in this Agreement are provided solely for the convenience of the parties and shall not be considered relevant in any construction of this Agreement or be interpreted to define, expand or limit the provisions of this Agreement.
10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement contains all of the understandings between the parties regarding the subject matter hereof, and may not be amended, altered or changed, except by an amendment in writing executed by both parties.
