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Applicants, holding a baccalaureate degree, who wish to enroll in graduate credit courses but do NOT wish to be admitted to a graduate degree or certificate program may request non-matriculating admission.   Graduate non-matriculating admission has two classifications:  1) Graduate Guest; and 2) Professional Development.  Applicants admitted to a non-matriculating status are subject to the following stipulations:

1. Admission is granted to a particular school or college, but NOT to a specific graduate program.  
2. The number of graduate credits that may be earned in this status are defined by classification.
3. Departmental permission must be obtained, prior to enrolling for graduate courses, to assure proper academic preparation.
4. Not more than 12 credits would be eligible for review, approval and application toward a graduate program at a later date.  These credits must comply with requirements published in the Time Limit to Degree and Graduate Certificate section of the Graduate Catalog.
5. There is no assurance that credits earned in this status will be approved and later applied toward a graduate degree or certificate program.
6. Non-matriculating graduate students who later decide to seek admission to a graduate program must adhere to the general graduate admission requirements, as well as specific program requirements (see Graduate Catalog).  
7. Graduate courses completed in a graduate non-matriculating status will appear on a graduate transcript.
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
